) Will the Financial Commissioners and Commissioners and Secretaries to Government, Haryana,
kindly refer to this office U.O. No. 66/55/90-7GSI, dated 18-9-90, in which, interalia it was stated
that before submitting the memcrandum by the Administrative Departments to the Council of
Ministers for taking the posts out of the purview of the Haryapa Public Service Commission, the
comments/approval ef Haryana Public Service Commission/Chief Secretary would be obtained ?

. 2. For sometime past, it has been observed that cases are submitted by the Administrative
Departments to the Governor-in-Council/Council of Ministers without consulting the Haryana Public
Service Commission or obtaining prior approval of Chief Szcretary. In the case of appdirtments to
Class-IF nosts, under the ex-gratia scheme, there is a ban on such appointments except in-the case of
candidates/dependents of the deceased possessing technical qualifications like MBBS. BE. B. Tcch.,
B.V, 8c. These cases are submitted to Governor-in-Council/Council of Ministers without consulting
the Harvara Public Service Commission or Chief Secretary, presumbly, on the ground that for appoint-
ment under ex-gratia scheme, the consultation of Chicf Sceretary (in G.8. II Br)) is enough. Itis
pointed cut that consultation with Chief Szeretary (in G.8. II Br.) is confined to the policy of Govern-
ment for ex-gratia appointments and separate consultation is pecessary for taking the posts out of the
purview of the Commission.

3. Underclapse 3 of Aaticle 320 of the Constitution of India consultation with the Public
ervice Commission .in all matters relating to methods of recruitment to Civil Seivices and for Civil
postsis a constitutional requirment. However, under proviso to Clause 3 of Article 320, the Governor
with regard:to service and posts in connection with the affairs of a State may make regulations
specifying the matters in which, either generally or in any particular class of cases, or.in-any particular
circumstances, it shall not be neces=ary for a Public Service Commission to be consulted.  Accordingly,
in exercise of the powers under above mentioned proviso, the S.ate Government framcd the Haryana
Public Service Commission (Limitations and functions) Regulations, 1973. Except in‘respést of certain
posts mentioned in these regulations, it shall be neeessary to consult the Commission for making initial
appointments.

4. Inview of the above stated position, the Administrative Departments are required to-consult
Haryana Public Service Commission and Chief Seccretary before submitting the memorandum to the
Governor-in-Council/Council of Ministers in respect of appointments to Class-1 and 1T posts by taking
posts put of the purview of the Commission. Tt isclarificd that this prccedure also applies to the
cases of appeintments under the ex-gratia scheme. It is, therefore, re iterated that Haiyana Public
Service Commission and Chicf Secretary should be consulted in respect of appoiniments to Class-I
ang II posts, including appointments under the ex-gratia scheme, before the matier is placed before
Governor-in-Council/Council ¢f Mipisters. The views of the Commission should be incorporated in
the memorandum to be placed before the Governor-in-Council/Council of Minisiers.
