No. 44/1/2015-5Pol.— Whereas, serious issues concerning public importance relating to the grant of
license(s) for developing commercial colonies by the Department of Town and Country Planning, Government of
Haryana, to some entities in sector 83, Gurgaon and alleged illegalities therein have come to the notice of the
Government of Haryana;

And whereas, the State Government is of the considered opinion that it is necessary to appoint a Commission
of Inquiry for the purpose of making an inquiry into this definite matter of public importance, viz. the issues
concerning the grant of license for developing commercial colonies by the Department of Town and Country
Planning, Government of Haryana, to some entities in sector 83, Gurgaon and their subsequent transfer/disposal,
allegations of private enrichment, ineligibility of the beneficiaries under the rules and/or other matters incidental
thereto or connected therewith;
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Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 3 of the Commissions of Inquiry Act, 1952
(Central Act 60 of 1952), the Governor of Haryana appoints Mr. Justice S. N. Dhingra (Retd.) of the Hon’ble
High Court of Delhi as the Commission of Inquiry with the following terms of reference,-

1. The Commission shall make an inquiry and give its findings and recommendations with respect to the
following matters, namely:-

(a)  the circumstances under which license(s) for development of commercial colonies were granted
to some entities in sector 83, Gurgaon;

(b)  whether the said entities were eligible for grant of license(s) as per the applicable laws, rules,
circulars, notifications, guidelines etc. prevalent in the State of Haryana including in the
Department of Town and Country Planning, Haryana;

(c)  whether the transfer of licenses by the original licencee within a short period of time to other
entities was violative of law, rules, circulars, notifications and/or guidelines etc.; and whether the
Town and Country Planning Department had contemplated the transactions that had taken place
before or after the grant of license, particularly with reference to the loss of revenue to
Government;

(d) to recommend measure(s) which may be adopted to meet the ends of justice, particularly with a
view to take corrective action to prevent loss of revenue to the public exchequer and also
prevention of undue private enrichment at the cost of the public exchequer in such cases in the
future;

(e)  to consider such other matters, including, complaints given by different individuals, magazines,
political parties and also the Comptroller and Auditor General reports etc. on the subject;

(f) to give findings and recommendations to meet the ends of justice, particularly relating to
allegations of criminal conspiracy, criminal misconduct and undue private enrichment, if any and
the role of public servants and private individuals therein; and

(g) to recommend remedial measures for systemic improvement, with a view to prevent loss of
revenue to the public exchequer and undue private enrichment in future.

2. The inquiry by the Commission shall be in regard to complaints or allegations that may be made before the
Commission by any individual, group of individuals, entity or association in such form, as may be specified
by the Commission.

3. The Commission shall devise and specify its own procedure for conduct of the Inquiry subject to provisions
of the Commissions of Inquiry Act, 1952(Central Act 60 of 1952).

4. The terms and conditions of appointment of the Commission of Inquiry shall be issued later on.

And, whereas the Government of Haryana is also of the opinion that having regard to the nature of the
inquiry to be made and other circumstances of the case, the provisions of sub-sections (2), (3), (4) and (5) of section 5
of the said Act should be made applicable to the Commission;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 5 of the Commission of
Inquiry Act, 1952 (Central Act 60 of 1952), the Governor of Haryana hereby directs that the provisions of
sub-sections (2), (3), (4) and (5) of the said section shall apply to the Commission.

The Commission shall submit its report to the State Government as soon as possible but not later than six
months from the date of its first sitting.
