A A Departmental Fxamination ol Assistant Connnissioners, Fxtra Assistand
Commissioners and the candidates for the post of Extra Assistant Commissioners shalt he
held about the 3™ week of February, June and Octlober each year, the exact dales being
notified before hand in the Haryana Government Gazelte].

2. The question papers shall be seto answers examined and marks awarded by
lixaminers appointed by the Government, [ron tme to time.

3. The lixaminers shall submit their awards of marks 1o the Scerctary fo the
Central Committee of Examinations consisting 0i-

(1) the Chiel Scerclary o Government, IHaryana:

(i) Financial Commissioner Scerelary to Government, Ilaryona, Reventie
epartiment, and

(iii)Financial Commissioner and Secretary to Government. Haryana, Home
Department;

with whom shall rest the final decision as to the passing of candidates.
