Qualifications 3. The person to be appointed as the State EbteClionmissioner

Commissioner for a minimum period of five yearshas served the
State Government in a higher rank, namely, Fin&ancia

Age 4. The State Election Commissioner shall not Hevbé¢he age of
fifty five years.
Salary 5. The State Election Commissioner shall be etitb the salary

equal to the salary of ‘Chief Secretary to Governinelaryana’ :

Provided that if a person who, immediately befdne date of
assuming office as the State Election Commissiwar in receipt of, or
being eligible so to do, had opted to draw, a Eensn respect of any
previous service under the Government of India nden the State
Government or any other service, his salary ineetspf Service as the
State Election Commissioner shall be reduced-

(a) by the amount of that pension;

(b) by the amount of the commuted value in respectr@fipus, if
he had, before assuming office, received, in lita portion of
the pension due to him.

Terms of office 6. The State Election Commissioner shall holdceffior a period
of five years from the date he assumes office:

Provided that where the State Election Commissi@t&ins the
age of sixty-five years before the expiry of thedsarms of five years,
be shall vacate his office on the date on whichttens the said age:

Provided further that the State Election Commissianay, at any
time, by writing under his hand addressed to thee@wr, resign his
office.

‘Provided further that on the expiry of the saidnte the State
Election Commissioner shall continue to hold offic#il his successor is
appointed and enters upon his office, but thisgaeshall not in any
case, exceed six month$.’

Disqualifications 7. A person shall be disqualified for being appedhor for being as
gftatebe'”glecttig?‘ the State Election Commissioner-
Commissioner (@) if heis of unsound mind;

(b) if he is an undischarged insolvent;

(c) if he has been convicted of an offence invajvimoral

turpitude.
Other conditions 8, Other Conditions of Service.-Save as otherwise provided in these
of service. rules, the conditions of service relating to trawglallowance, rent

free accommodation and exemption from liabilitypy income tax
on the value of such rent free accommodation, cgarvee facilities,
sumptuary allowance and such other conditions ice as are, for
the time being, applicable to a Judge of the Higr€under Chapter
IV of the High Court Judges (Salaries and Condgiaf Service)
Act, 1954 (Central Act 28 of 1954) and the rulesdeghereunder,
shall as far as may be, applicable to the Statectibfe
Commissioner.”

‘8A. Leave- Any person who is appointed as the State Election
Commissioner may be granted leave by Governordordance with
such rules as are for the time being applicablhéomembers of the
service to which he/she earlier belonged.

8B. Pension- (1) where theState Election Commissioner demits his
office either by resignation or is deemed to hasmitted his office
as per sub rule (2), he shall on such demissioreriiled to a
pension at the rate of rupees sixteen thousandyvpem annum for
each completed year of service in the Commission :

Provided that the aggregate amount of thesipanpayable
under this rule together with the amount of anysp@m including
commuted portion of pension, if any, drawn or égditto be drawn
while holding office as State Election Commissiorstrall not
exceed the maximum amount of pension for the Chesfretary of
the State.

(2) Except where the State Electiam@hissioner demits office
by resignation, he shall be deemed, for the pugpo$¢hese rules,
to have demitted his office, if,-

(a) he has completed the termffiée specified in rule 6; or

(b) he has attained the age ofd&s; or

(c) his demission of office is dareally cetified to be
necessitated by ill healti?”
