The Governor of Haryana has constituted a body under the Haryana
Right to Service Act, 2014, known as the Haryana Right to Service Commission to
exercise the powers conferred on and to perform the functions assigned to it under the
Act. It is located in Chandigarh. There is provision for one Chief Commissioner and
upto four Commissioners in the Commission. The powers and functions of the Chief
Commissioner and Commissioners are as per section 14 of the Act. The Haryana

Right to Service Act, 2014 is available on the website https://csharyana.gov.in.

It is a proposal for appointment on the one post of Commissioner in the
Haryana Right to Service Commission. Which will be filled from the retired officers
of Government of Haryana in the rank and status of Administrative Secretary or its
equivalent rank and status in any of the service of the state including officers of the

All India Services from the Haryana cadre.

The Commissioner shall hold office for a term of five years from the
date on which he enters upon his office or until he attains the age of 65 years,
whichever is earlier and shall not be entitled for re-appointment. The salary and
allowances payable to and other terms and conditions of service applicable to the
Commissioner shall be as per Section 15 and Sub-section 4 of Section 15

(Amendment), 28 June 2019.

The Government has constituted a Search Committee to search for and
recommend suitable candidates to the Statutory Committee, constituted under section
(1) of section 13 of the Haryana Right to Service Act, 2014 for appointment of

Commissioners in the Haryana Right to Service Commission.



It is made clear that while applying for the post of Commissioner, the
applicant must indicate:

1. Whether any criminal case have been registered against him/her?
If yes, details thereof
2. Whether the applicant has been charge sheeted for any criminal offence?
If yes, details thereof.
3. Whether the applicant has been convicted by any competent court for any
