Department)” and entries thereunder, the following heading and entries thereunder shall be inserted, namely:-
“AYUSH DEPARTMENT
(Through the Administrative Secretary to Government, Haryana, Ayush Department)

1. All matters relating to AYUSH Colleges, AYUSH Hospitals, Ayurvedic Prathmik Swasth Kendra
(APSK), AYUSH Dispensaries, Panchkarma Centres, Yogshala, Vyayamshala, Yog and AYUSH
Center, State Govt. Ayurvedic Drug Testing Laboratory, State Govt. Ayurvedic Pharmacy, AYUSH
Wings and AYUSH OPDs running in DH/CHC/PHC/ Polyclincs in the State.

2. Matters relating to procurement and supply of ayush Medicines, Machinery and Equipments,
Chemicals, Herbal Raw Drugs and other materials for AYUSH Colleges, AYUSH Hospitals,
Ayurvedic Prathmik Swasth Kendra (APSK), AYUSH Dispensaries, Panchkarma Centres, Yogshala,
Vyayamshala, Yog and AYUSH Center, State Govt. Drug Testing Laboratory, State Govt. Ayurvedic

6. Formulation of policies and policy issues for development and propagation of AYUSH system in the
state of Haryana.

7. All matters relating to Government, Private and Aided AYUSH colleges and Universities, including
Setting up of new colleges/Universities, sanctioning of new courses of studies, admission and fees.

8. Inter-state and intra-state co-ordination in AYUSH education and health care delivery system.
Matters related to AYUSH education, training and research in all aspects of AYUSH Systems of
Medicine including higher training abroad.

10.  Matter relating to issuance/renewal/cancellation of Letter of Intent (LOI), NOC or Essential Certificate
regarding establishment of AYUSH educational institutions under Central Govt./Autonomous
organization and in private sector.

11.  Development and implementation of programmes including Central Sector Schemes and Centrally
sponsored schemes for development and propagation of Ayurveda, Siddha, Unani, Homoeopathy, Yoga
and Naturopathy systems.

12.  Consultation and Co-ordination with State Governments, Non-Government organizations and
institutions for review of work and programmes at the level of Government.

13.  Statistics relating to various aspects of AYUSH Systems of Medicine.

14.  Matters relating to Licensing, inspection, quality control and prosecution of offences in violation of
Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940 and rules made thereunder for ASU&H drugs and Drugs and Magic
Remedies (Objectionable Advertisements) Act, 1954 (Central Act 21 of 1954) to the extent such
matters require action at the level of Government.
