No. SASWD 33/10/2025-4D-11.— The Governor of Haryana is pleased to notify a policy for grant of

scholarship to the children of Battle/Operational Casualty of Armed Forces and CAPF personnel belonging to
Haryana State, on the terms and conditions mentioned in the policy namely: -

1.

Title and date of commencement:

@) Haryana Scholarship for Children of Battle/Operational Casualty Policy, 2025.
(b)  This policy shall come in force from the date of notification in the official gazette.
Definitions:

(@  ‘Belonging to Haryana State’ means such members of Armed Forces and Paramilitary Forces
personnel who are domicile of Haryana State at the time of joining/entry into the service in Defence
Forces irrespective of their present residential address.

Note: In case individual’s address at the time of joining service was a temporary one, due to the place
of posting of transferable Central Government employees, the domicile status would be decided
on the basis of his father’s permanent home address at the time of his joining service.

(b)  ‘Battle Casualty/Operational Casualty’ means declaration of death of defence/paramilitary
personnel of any operation or any specified area of operation in which a member of Armed Forces and
Paramilitary Forces personnel is killed in harness, in the performance of Bonafide official duties while
serving in operational areas/ in war/ IED Blast/ terrorist or Militant attacks/ border skirmishes and in
United Nation Peace Keeping Force, M.T. accident, Cardiac arrest, air crash, accident at sea, death
during internal security duty, natural calamities and Rescue Operations which demand exceptional
courage and decisions towards performance of duties.

(c)  “Children of Battle/Operational Casualty’ means who are dependents of battle/operational casualty
and studying in a recognised educational institute (from class 6th class to PG).

(d)  “Scholarship’ means financial aid awarded to the eligible children from 6th class to post-graduation.
() ‘Government’ means the Sainik and Ardh Sainik Welfare Department.

) ‘Central Armed Police Force’ means armed police forces under the administrative control of
Ministry of Home Affairs, i.e. Assam Rifles, Border Security Forces (BSF), Central Reserve Police
Force (CRPF), Central Industrial Security Force (CISF), Indo-Tibetan Border Police (ITBP), National
Security Guard (NSG) and Shastra Seema Bal (SSB).

(9)  ‘Armed Forces’ means armed forces established by Govt. of India through an Act of Parliament under
Administrative control of Ministry of Defence, i.e. Army, Navy, Air Force, Indian Coast Guard.

Obiject of the policy:

The object of the Policy is to assist in the education of the children of battle casualty of Armed Forces and
Paramilitary Forces (who were the domicile of Haryana) by providing annual scholarship.
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Note: The scholarship shall be admissible even if one or more members of the family of martyr/battle
casualty/operational casualty are in service.

4, Amount of scholarship for children of battle/operational casualty:
The amount of scholarship shall be as under: -

(b) Studying in Graduation Rs. 72,000/-
(c) Studying in post-graduation Rs. 96,000/-
5. Procedure of submission of application and action thereon:

@) District Sainik and Ardh Sainik Welfare Office shall be responsible to visit the family of battle
casualty and assist the family in acquiring the scholarship including by way of completion of
application forms, coordinating with authorities of Union Armed Forces for authorities for required
documents etc.

(b)  Application for grant of scholarship as prescribed at Annexure ‘A’ to be filled by the spouse of
Armed Forces/Central Armed Police Forces and submitted with the concerned district Sainik and Ardh
Sainik Welfare officer in the month April to June.

Note: An undertaking as an Annexure ‘B’ (or as an Annexure ‘C’) shall also be submitted by
the eligible family member.

(¢)  On receipt of application from the family members of battle/operational casualty, it will be verified
and scrutinized by the concerned District Sainik and Ardh Sainik Welfare Officer. Thereafter,
Welfare Officer will send application form to the Director/Director General Sainik and Ardh Sainik
Welfare Department, Haryana along with certified copy of all the documents as per Check list
(as at Annexure A’) along with their comments for approval.

(d)  On receipt of application form in the directorate Sainik and Ardh Sainik Welfare, Haryana, it will be
examined and submitted to the Administrative Secretary for approval.

(e)  The competent authority for sanction of scholarship is the Administrative Secretary, Sainik and Ardh
Sainik Welfare Department and if approved by Administrative Secretary then a copy will be sent to the
concerned officers/authorities/beneficiaries etc. After that online budget will be released to the District
Sainik and Ardh Sainik Welfare Officer for payment of scholarship to the family members of battle
casualty, the payment of which shall be made by the concerned Welfare Officer, District Sainik and
Ardh Sainik Welfare Office through RTGS in Aadhar linked bank accounts of the beneficiaries.

f The entire record (documents related to martyrdom) and payment of scholarship amount will be kept
in safe in the concerned office of District Sainik and Ardh Sainik Welfare Office. They will also
upload the soft copy of these documents for safety and record.

6. Classification of expenditure:

The expenditure for scholarship to family member(s) of battle casualty of Armed Forces/Central Armed

Police Forces will be met under the Major Head “2235-Social Security and Welfare (Non-plan)-59-

Scholarship to the children of Battle Casualty of Armed forces and Paramilitary forces from Haryana-102-

Child Welfare (59)- 12-Scholarship and Stipends (P-01-16-2235-02-102-59-51-NA). Demand No. 16-12

(Scholarship and Stipends).

7. Power of relaxation or removal of the difficulties: -

If any doubt(s) arises relating to the application, interpretation or relaxation in this Policy, it shall be referred
to the Government of Haryana in Sainik & Ardh Sainik Welfare Department (Defence-I1 Branch), Panchkula.
The Administrative Secretary to Govt. of Haryana, Sainik & Ardh Sainik Welfare Department shall have the
power to interpret, change, amend, relax and remove doubt(s), and whose decision shall be final.
